Tomorrow, you may be the 
future designer and builder of the craft that will take us back to the 
moon and beyond. You may be the future astronaut who will see 
things no human being has ever seen before or a future tourist who 
will take vacations into space, leaving a spaceport just as today's 
families take vacations that start by going to the airport or train station. 

Time to grab your ,favorite paintbrush or markers, buckle up into a 
secure position in front of your desk, and blast off into your 
imagination, creating an image that celebrates 50 years of human 
flight.

This Year's Theme 
This year's theme is "50 Years of Human Space Flight." Artwork is 
judged, at least in part, for its creative use of this year's theme in 
relation to the aviation world. 

Eligibility 
All children in the age groups shown below are encouraged to 
participate in the contest, even if they are related to officials or 
employees of the FAlor any of its member organizations. 

Age Groups 
Entries are judged in three classes: 

Group I - Junior Category 

(Date of birth between 1January 2001 and 31 December 2004) 

Group II - Intermediate Category 

(Date of birth between 1January 1997 and 31 December 2000) 

Group III - Senior Category 

(Date of birth between 1 January 1993 and 31 December 1996) 


State Awards 
Entries in each age group are judged and state winners and runners-up 
are selected. Winners receive a certificate and recognition from their 
state. The top three entries in each age group are forwarded to 
Washington, D.C., to be judged in the national competition. 

National Awards 
First, second, and third place national winners are selected from each 
age group. All national winners receive certi ficates , ribbons, and a 
framed reproduction of their artwork. 

International Awards 
The first, second, and third place national winners in each age group 
are forwarded to FAI Headquarters for international judging. Winners of 
the international competition receive certificates and gOld, silver, or 
bronze medals.
